ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

The M.Phil. programme is open to candidates who have a strong interest in and commitment to the research areas in a subject that falls under the broad area of the Humanities and the social sciences. 

The M.Phil. programme in English is open to anyone who possesses a Master’s degree in English with a minimum of 55% marks or equivalent letter grade (50% for SC/ST) from a recognized university or deemed university.


OBJECTIVES AND ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS

M.Phil English is a challenging 1 (one) year programme involving regular coursework through 1 semester, and a dissertation in the second semester. The dissertation will be evaluated separately by a supervisor from the Department and an external examiner.

M.Phil. coursework includes three core courses from compulsory component, two elective courses from elective component, and two seminars. Coursework done, students are better prepared to write their dissertations in the following semester where meetings and consultations with the supervisor, and library work become more frequent and intensive. Student-work at M.Phil will be monitored generally on weekly basis.

The Department expects a dissertation at the end of an M.Phil year on a topic approved earlier by the supervisor. The research topics may range from practical, pedagogic and theoretical problems to innovative and contemporary approaches to language and literary practices.
